	Welcome the children at the entrance to the Mosque and (after removing shoes) take to the space where they leave their coats etc
· Give fire exit instructions, toilets etc

· Reassure them they will have a lovely time

· Emphasise that they will use their 5 senses especially listening and speaking
· Make sure they have a `talking partner’
	To put everyone at ease and set boundaries
	All children together

	My special times
Sit them in a circle (like Circle Time) around a display and talk with them about why they removed their shoes and covered their heads… 
lots of THINK-PAIR-SHARE

Remind them that they are in a special place

· I wonder why this place is special?
· I wonder what is here?
· I wonder why people come here?
· I wonder what your special place is? (guide maybe explains about his/her special place)
Prepare children that they are going to have a special time.

Ask them:

· I wonder what special times you have had?
· I wonder who was with you?
· I wonder what you did?
· I wonder what you had to eat?
Guide can summarise children’s thoughts: a special time helps me remember, celebrate, smile etc etc
	To consider the concept of a special place, 
And the concept of a special time (event/s)


	Together, and in pairs

	Special things- eg toys, Islamic cards,

flowers, food, lights

	A Special time for Moslems
Move the children into 2 groups, again seated in a circle (but allowing for movement rather than sitting in one place) and again, THINK-PAIR-SHARE

· I wonder when you have had to go without something you really like?
· I wonder if you have had to go without your breakfast?
· I wonder why?
· I wonder how you felt?
· If I give you an apple/bunch of grapes and then take them back, how do you feel?
· If I give them to you but say you can’t eat them till the end of the day, how do you feel?
· If I give them to you and say you can choose when you eat them, what do you do?
	The difference between having to give something up and choosing to give it up
	In 2 groups (at least one adult per group)

	10-15 mins
	Apples, grapes

One sharp knife per group for an adult

	Ramadan

Tell a Muslim story about Ramadan, the month when  the Qu’ran was first revealed to the Prophet Muhammed (pbuh) by the Angel Gabriel

· I wonder what you would miss most?
· I wonder how you behave when you are hungry?
· I wonder what you could do to help?
Muslims pray every day to help with this.

Listen to the Azaan (call to prayer)

· I wonder how this could help?
· When you are struggling at school how does talking to someone help you?

	To begin to understand how Muslims feel during Ramadan
	Together

and pairs
	10-15 mins
	Story of the Qu’ran (story sack?)
Azaan recording (or ‘live’ preferably)

	Eid –ul-Fitr

· I wonder what you would learn from being hungry and thirsty all day?

· I wonder how you would celebrate when the month finished?

· I wonder how you think Muslims celebrate?

· I wonder if they celebrate the same all over the world?

· I wonder whether you would like to share the celebration?

· I wonder how you felt?

· I wonder what difference this might make?
