· Room set out with different types of lights (eg torch, candles, table lamp, Christmas lights, glowing pebbles, flashing head-dress, miner’s lamp, fog lamp, Christingle, night light etc
· Students around the lights, quiet music playing, look at lights
`Wonder’ with the students about purpose of lights.

`Wonder’ about other lights…

(pair/share)

· In small groups list things that have lights. Try to suggest reasons for lights eg lighthouse – to warn ships, ambulance – for speed, shops – to attract customers, stage lights – to highlight key characters etc etc
· Back together to share ideas

	Activity 2
· Guide gives each group a copy of Holman Hunt’s `Light of the World’. Explain that this is one artist’s expression of his faith/spirituality.
· Group looks at picture for 2 minutes in silence

· Group turns picture over. Working together they write down all the things they can remember – 5 mins
· Feedback and discussion.
What did you write down first?

Is this common to other groups?

Do you think this is what the artist intended?

· Back in groups, further questions: 
     What do you think is happening?

    Who is it about?

    What do you think happens next?

· Further prompt:
    What emotions are being shown?
     How does the image  make you feel?

· What questions would you like to ask the artist?
     Write your questions on A4 paper

· How  might he reply?    
· What religious questions is this picture trying to     
     comment on?
